Take some
time to think back on the meaningful moments in
your faith so far such as the day you got saved or
the day you were baptized.

Nervous
they won’t like you? Write down your fears. Pray
and ask God that He will remove those fears and
help you be brave.

Jesus. He just wants you to be all in and serve Him
every day.

Jesus wants whatever you have so He can do great
things with it. Write down your three biggest
strengths or what you’re good at.

Ask Jesus for something big and
believe!
