We are all sinners in need of a
savior. Jesus is that savior, and can change
anyone’s heart for Him.

Agrippa, he explained his story and how the Lord
changed him. Paul tells this story not only to prove
his innocence, but more importantly, to share the
gospel with King Agrippa. 

Paul had experienced the way Jesus changed his
own life, and he wanted anyone who would hear
him speak to experience the same heart change.
Has Jesus changed your heart? If so, share your
story with someone you know.

Paul knew that his and his crewmates’ lives were in
God’s hands, but the crew needed to be obedient
to God during their time on the ship.

Although the situation was scary and dangerous,
God was with them through all of it. The crew
trusted what Paul said, and through their
obedience, God saved them from death. How can
you show trust in God in difficult or scary times?
