PRAY
Dear God: Will you help me learn one new thing
from the Bible today? Thank you! Amen.

THINK

READ

APPLY

1 Timothy 5:17-21

Paul talks about how people should treat widows,
slaves, and elders. Essentially, we need to treat
other people how Jesus would treat them.
Church leaders should lead the way in this and
set a Christ-like example. 

Who in your life needs extra care and love?
Maybe it is a grandparent or someone at your
church. Do something kind to serve them this
week and remind them of the love that God has
for them.

APPLY

1 Timothy 6:11-16

God is the one who brings us life now on earth
and eternal life with Him forever. He truly is the
King of kings and Lord of lords!

Ask a parent or guardian to help you find one
behavior you can start doing to be more like
Jesus. Ask for their help in coming up with a plan
to start this, and then follow what they say!

2 Timothy 1:6-14

The Spirit of God gives all believers power, love,
and self-discipline. This is true and helpful,
especially when other people disagree with the
gospel of Jesus Christ. Never be ashamed of your
faith. 

Know that you stand in the power of God. Have
you ever met someone who heard the gospel and
still does not believe in Jesus? Who are they and
how can you still seek to show them His love for
them?

Proverbs 6:16-19

This passage makes very clear what the LORD
does not approve of. To be faithful to God, these
things must be avoided; looking down on others,
lying, murdering, plotting evil things, running to
evil, lying, and causing fights. 

Sometimes we feel tempted to lie to our parents,
teachers, or even our friends. But lying is a sin
that goes against God. Have you told a lie
recently you wish you hadn’t? How can you make
it right?

Who is someone that you can be better
friends with at church?

2 Timothy 2:1-10

Paul is writing about how those who are believers
in Jesus live differently than those in the world
who do not know Him. We are to be set apart and
stand for His Kingdom’s sake so that we will
spend eternity with Him in glory. 

Take a moment to think about your friends. Are
they pushing you closer to Jesus or pulling you
away from Him? Invite a friend today to stand
with you for God instead of trying to live for the
world.

2 Timothy 3:10-17

Believers in Jesus will encounter people who
disagree with their faith. In these moments, it is
important to not back down, but to stand firm,
knowing that continuing to grow in your faith will
give you wisdom.

All Scripture is helpful, so it is helpful that we
know it. Today, work on memorizing 2 Timothy
3:16 to remind you of this truth.

2 Timothy 4:1-8

People in this world resist the gospel. They don’t
want to turn from their sinful behaviors and just
want to do what they want to do.

Who is
another friend of yours that you need to share
the gospel with? Write them a note with John 3:16
on it and give it to them.

Titus 1:10-16

Paul is writing  to Titus, who is a follower of Jesus.
Paul is reminding him to call out others who
claim to know God, but who don’t live like it. The
same warning is for all people. If we claim to
follow Jesus, we actually need to do it!

Ask yourself: is there anything that I am doing
that goes against my faith? If there is, ask
someone to help you live in a way that points
other people to Jesus.

Titus 2:11-15

Paul’s message here is very clear. As followers of
Jesus, we must say “yes” to being like Him. With
this, we must say “no” to the things of this world.
Our hope is not in this passing world, but in Jesus
who is the hope of our salvation.

What do you need to say “no” to in life to help
you live more like Jesus? Ask a parent or guardian
to help you follow Jesus more closely today.

Proverbs 8:14-21

In this passage, wisdom speaks as if it were a
woman. She says that with her, kings and princes
rule well and honorably.

Wisdom is the ability to make decisions centered
around God and what He approves and
disapproves of. It is a valuable trait that everyone
can benefit from. What are some ways that we
can grow in wisdom?

Take a moment today to tell someone in your
family how grateful you are for the gift of
salvation. Have you received it? Have they
received it?

Write them a thank you letter for how they have
encouraged you to be more like Jesus!

If Jesus is the highest and greatest King above all
of Heaven and Earth, we need to treat Him as
such. Do you believe that Jesus is the King of
kings and Lord of lords?

This
is not just material wealth, but spiritual wealth as
well.

It can be very easy to tell a small lie to avoid
being in trouble, but telling the truth sets us
apart from foolishness. If you have lied to
someone like a parent, sibling, or friend, how can
you make things right with the truth?
